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Ahmedabad: The first fam-
ily of Congress must be
smarting under Gujarat
chief minister Narendra
Modi’s ‘Sadbhavana Mis-
sion’. It has been less than a
month since the Congress-
led Union government spent
crores on advertisements to
mark Sadbhavana Diwas 
on August 20, which was Ra-
jiv Gandhi’s 67th birth 
anniversary. 

While the Congress’s
sadhavana (goodwill) was
hardly noticed Modi has
again stolen a march in the
ever-on war of words with
Nehru-Gandhi family. 

Given the amount of pub-
licity, both positive and neg-
ative, the CM’s three-day
fast has got, the term ‘sadb-
havana’ will now become at-
tached with him and not the
Congress in the mind of the
populace, said a Mumbai-
based ad guru, requesting 
anonymity. 

This hijacking of ‘good-
will’ is of course not a first
for Modi. He has gradually
stolen the grand old party’s
icons like Sardar Patel.
While ignoring the demand
of the Congress Sardar Pa-
tel Trust for funds, he has
built a major memorial dedi-
cated to the Iron Man of In-
dia near his birth place Kar-
masad. More recently, he
announced erecting Sardar
Patel’s statue, which will be
tallest in the world. In addi-
tion, the BJP leader has in-
voked the name of Mahatma
Gandhi time and again to at-
tack the Congress-ruled
Centre.

Modi hijacks
Congress’s
sadbhavana 

Ahmedabad: Former chief minister and Con-
gress leader Shankersinh Vaghe-
la who entered his second day of
the ‘Satyagraha Fast’ at Sabarmati
Ashram pointed to the ‘chequered’
history of the Narendra Modi gov-
ernment in dealing with corrup-
tion, minorities and ensuring well

being and safety of citizens. 
Vaghela claimed that police officers and boot-

leggers in the city were asked to persuade mem-
bers of the minority community to be sent to the
‘Sadhbhavna’ mission fast venue in large num-
bers. “Why should Modi indulge in such cheap tac-
tics to gather minorities if he claims that he has
their support,” Vaghela said. Many villages in
Gujarat which had a healthy mix of members
from various communities have been polarized
and minorities have already left these villages af-
ter the 2002 riots, Vaghela claimed, adding, “What
sort of safety has the Modi government assured
these villagers is there for all to see.” 

Vaghela further said, “For almost a decade Mo-
di has been fueling fears among Hindus that they
would be unsafe if he is out of power. His motive
was to split the society to secure his seat. Once that
was assured, he now talks of sadhbhavna. This is a
farce and is a wake up call for each one of us.” 

A number of victims from Naroda Patiya visit-
ed Vaghela. Congress MP Bharatsinh Solanki
said, “Narendra Modi as ‘PM in waiting’ sounds
like another name on a railway waiting list. In a
political party how can one afford to have people
‘in waiting' for the PM’s post. This clearly shows
that their house is divided.”

Ahmedabad: The parents of two boys, Umang
(5) and Jaideep Nai (4) who were found dead in
mysterious circumstances inside a car near
their house in Indroda, surprised everyone
when they forced their way into the fast venue.
When they were denied permission to meet the
CM, they went to appeal before Congress lead-
ers fasting near the Sabarmati Ashram. 

The parents, Kamlesh Nai and Hetal, along
with leaders from their community, were spot-
ted by the police at Modi’s fast venue. Holding
banners demanding justice they were herded
off. Their two sons were found dead in the car in
May and the family of the children suspects
that their kids were victims of black magic.

The police seeing the banners asked them to
stay away from the venue but when the group
tried to force their way in, the police resorted to
minor lathicharge and pushed the group away
from the venue. Kamlesh later said, “Yesterday
chief minister Narendra Modi had said that his
government was committed to give justice to
all, so we decided to come and meet him. But the
police behaved with us like terrorists.” TNN
